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MASS COMMUNICATION SCHOLARSHIPS 2011-2012

  The Mass Communication Department will award academic/management scholarships and endowed scholarships for academic year 2011-2012 to deserving Mass Communication students.

Academic scholarships will be awarded to new fulltime freshmen that have met the following criteria:

4) Minimum 250-word essay on the topic of “What I Expect to Contribute to the Mass Communication Profession”

5) Letter of recommendation from a high school media adviser or teacher

Academic scholarships to continuing or transfer fulltime Mass Communication majors will be awarded to those students who have met the following criteria:

1) Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.5 at the end of the spring semester

2) Minimum major GPA of 3.0 at the end of the spring semester

3) Minimum 250-word essay on the topic of “How I Will Present a Christian Worldview through the Mass Communication Profession”

4) Letter of recommendation from a professor outside the department
